Grading System

Grades are calculated using three main categories:  

35%  Notebook 

35%  Homework and Labs

30%  Tests, Quizzes, and Projects 

Homework

Homework assignments are either finishing things we started in class or extra practice of a skill we worked on in class.  All assignments are due at the start of the class period.  

Late Homework

Late homework is NEVER accepted.  Late labs, projects, and notebooks are accepted, but points will be deducted from the overall grade.

Absence

Students will have as many days as they were absent to make up their work.  

Cheating

If students are caught cheating they will receive a zero and you will be notified.

Extra Credit

Extra credit will be given occasionally and will be made available to everyone.   It is the student’s  responsibility to take advantage of the extra credit when it is offered.

Tutoring
If a student needs help with their homework or notebook, I am available for tutoring before school (starting at 8 am) or at lunch ( students can eat lunch in my room).  I am available after school until 3:15, but I often have meetings after school and cannot stay later.
