GRADING POLICY

Homework: homework will be given 5 times a week. YOU MUST SHOW YOUR WORK OR NO CREDIT.
Textbooks: should be brought to class everyday 

Warm-ups: when you get into the classroom, sit down, take out you homework, and start doing the warm-up. Warm-ups will consist of a variety of activities designed to get you into a math frame of mind. Warm-ups are not optional and will be figured into your grade.
