WTMA Lesson Plan – MLK, Jr. and Malcolm X - Assessment and Rubric

Assessment:

Based on what you have read in these speeches and the analysis you completed in your notes, write at least one full paragraph in response to this question:

To what extent [=how much and in what ways] did Malcolm X and Martin Luther King, Jr. agree about what Americans most needed to understand and do in the 1960’s?

In general, you might take one of the following positions on this question – that the two figures:

1. Strongly agreed

2. Somewhat agreed

3. Somewhat disagreed

4. Strongly disagreed


Note: For positions #2 or #3 above, this might be the same thing as saying that they “agreed 
in some ways and disagreed in other ways.”

Whichever position you take, be sure to include specific evidence (quotes, examples, etc.) from the speeches to support your answer.

	Position is richly supported with evidence.  All of the evidence is specific, accurate and relevant. Explanations are given that show how each piece of evidence supports  your position.
	Position is supported with several pieces of evidence. Most of the evidence is specific, accurate and relevant. Each piece of evidence supports your position.
	Position is supported with specific, accurate and relevant evidence. 


	Evidence and examples are NOT relevant AND/OR are not explained.
