Ideas for Lesson Plan Presentation:
1. Presentation Board/Power Point with:

a. Research Questions

b. Learning Goals for students

c. Focus Question for Lesson

d. Lesson Plan

e. Pictures/Primary Sources from Lesson

2. Typed Lesson Plan Packet with Assessment/Speeches/Worksheet
3. Student Work from Lesson (a student who got it. Missed it. Middle-of-the road—need to revise to help—they could guess)

4. Something interactive from the lesson that takes one minute for teachers to do.


(ex: listen to or watch part of speeches, use quotes from the speeches and have teachers do something with them.)
5. Three Key Learnings from Lesson Study Process:
∙ Teaching/Scaffolding key vocabulary is an important part of the lesson but it is hard to know the balance between teaching all words or just some words or just concepts.
∙ Important to plan for time to review each set of questions to help elevate the group understanding of each speech. (group debrief)

∙ Students did connect US with global struggles around the world—choosing the right source helped that happen.

● The three questions on the graphic organizer were revised many times.  The lst version worked well, but the “Why?” confused many students. 

● This assignment worked as a partner activity because they “needed” each other.  

● Students went to the text to support their answers!

Three ways that some group members would revise the lesson:

● Shorten the MLK speech

● Use only one speech from Malcolm X—confusing/choppy to have three

●  After the assessment, create a checklist of what the students should have gotten (content-wise) from the lesson.  Could copy a piece of student work?

● Have a group debrief after students’ fill out each section of graphic organizer
