The Russian Revolution: Day One

Unit Question: How did the rise of totalitarian governments after WWI help push the world back into war? 

Objectives: In this lesson students will be able to:

· Activate prior knowledge about the ideas and similarities throughout all the revolutions previously studied and tie this in with the Russian Revolution 
· Understand the terms and names of: czar, proletariat, Bolsheviks, Lenin, Rasputin, provisional government, soviet, and Communist Party
· Critically think about how the restless Russian social, economic, and political climate made revolution inevitable for Russia 
Standards met:

· 10.7 Students analyze the rise of totalitarian governments after World War I. 

1. Understand the causes and consequences of the Russian Revolution

Materials needed: Textbook, notebook, jigsaw handout
Activities: 

· Warm-up (5 minutes): Glue in today’s work in correct pages of notebook and have homework out ready for a stamp- read aloud objectives and new unit question 
· Round Robin (10 minutes): Revolution- Students silently pass around a blank piece of paper with the title Revolution. Each person at the table must write down one thing they know about this word and concept, but no answer can be repeated. Have students count up how many answers they got as a table and give a prize to the winners. Remind Students to keep in mind the reasons for revolutions as they read about revolution in Russia.
· Short terms lecture (15 minutes): The terms and names important to understand for this chapter are: czar, proletariat, Bolsheviks, Lenin, Rasputin, provisional government, soviet, and Communist Party
· Jigsaw (20 minutes): Divide up different sections of chapter one on a handout. Students will be assigned one section in their home table to become an expert on and answer only that section. Then students will be sorted into jigsaw groups and present the information learned to this group while the other members take notes. 
· Quickwrite (5 minutes): What made Russia ready to have a revolution AND a civil war?
