Instructions:  You must do these tasks in the order provided.  You can NOT move on to the next task until you have completed the previous one.  You will NOT receive points for the assignment if you do.
1. With your group, create a name for your country. Write it:  ________________________

	Now, with your group you must design a black and white flag.  Make it a fairly simple design, but one you all agree looks good.  Draw it in the box:
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2. Write the name of your country AND draw your country’s flag on each of the 5 sticky notes provided.
3. Once the name, flag and sticky notes have been made, write a list of all the items you would like to claim in the classroom on the back of this paper.  Though you may claim the teacher, you may NOT claim any other people or their personal possessions, or other countries.  
4. Next, choose one person to be the “explorer” and one person to be the “claims recorder” in your group.  These are the only two people who will be allowed out of their seats (but NOT until you are finished reading the next instruction in its entirety).
5. Send your explorer out into the classroom to place a sticky note on any item in the class that you want your country to claim, while the claims recorder writes down claimed possessions on the board.  You may not claim items already announced and claimed.  For each item you claim, your explorer must announce out loud “I claim this (item) in the name of (your country’s name)!”.  If you do NOT say this loud and clear, other countries will be allowed to take over your claims because you haven’t officially declared it yours.  Now, raise your hands to show me your sticky notes and list - and to prove you read all of these instructions - before anybody is allowed out of their seat.  
6. Once the explorer has used all of the sticky notes, he/she will return to your country together with your claims recorder.  Follow the instructions on the back to create a new map of your territory.
