Swangola (Imperialism) Simulation

Teacher Instructions
Materials Needed for EACH class:

· 50 Post-It Notes (or squares w/ blue tape)
· Up to 7 copies of the instruction sheets w/ the blank flag
· 1 copy of the instruction with the Swangola flag
· Homework assignment(s) to read about/introduce Imperialism unit

Review/be prepared BEFORE class:
· Read very carefully the front & back of student/group instructions in order to understand the simulation for BOTH:

· Blank Flag / “Other”

· Swangola  (This group has a time advantage over the others)
*They are DIFFERENT, so become very familiar with the differences!
Teacher Instructions for facilitating the simulation:
· Divide class into up to 8 groups (less if smaller class).  Only ONE (the last group) should receive the Swangola instructions page. 

· Re:  JUST the Swangola group…let them know to keep it “hush hush” that they already have a country name assigned and flag designed, as the others don’t so they have an intentional time & head-start ADVANTAGE).

· Give 5 Post-its to each of the groups with the blank flag
· Give 9 Post-its to Swangola group 
· (be quiet about it so the others don’t know they received more)

· Write each country’s name on the board: While the group’s explorer is claiming possessions, have the claims recorders list the items that they claim.
· At the end, have the claims recorder read off what was claimed while their explorer goes to claim back their post-it notes/clean-up.
