TYPES OF ADJECTIVES

Positive Form

The positive form describes a noun or a pronoun without comparing it to something else.

*The first game was long and tiresome.

*Her dog was small, old, and cranky.

*Carl’s calico cat clawed couches.

Comparative Form (-er, more, less)

The comparative form compares two persons, places, things, or ideas.

*The second game was longer and more tiresome than the first game.

*Her dog was smaller, older, and crankier than her pet mouse.

*Carl’s calico cat clawed more couches than his black cat.

Superlative Form (-est, most, least)
The superlative form compares three or more persons, places, things, or ideas.

*The third game was the longest and most tiresome of all.
