The intent of this course is to provide lessons, learning opportunities, and practice in the fundamental standards of Algebra.  We will be learning these standards through direct instruction, group work, partner work and individual work.
Classroom Rules:

· Be respectful – Our classroom is a safe place in which students have the right to learn and to feel safe.  Discrimination and/or disrespect of any kind will not be tolerated.  We treat everyone with kindness and we are careful of our words and actions in an effort to ensure that everyone feels comfortable being in this classroom, sharing their opinion, and asking questions.

· Be prepared – It is your responsibility to bring all of the required materials to class every day, along with any assignments that are due that day.  You will not be allowed to leave the classroom to retrieve materials or assignments.

· Be on time – Attendance is extremely important.  Also, if you have scheduled a time to meet with me or you have been assigned detention by me, you need to be in my classroom at that time.

· Be on task – Participate in all lessons and activities by listening, working on your assignments, contributing to class discussions, and refraining from using prohibited electronic devices, disrupting with inappropriate chatting, sleeping in class or having your head down. 

Classroom Procedures:

· Start working on the Daily Warm-up activity before the tardy bell rings.  If you are not in your seat by the time the tardy bell rings, you will be marked tardy. 

· Leave all electronics outside of this classroom and have cell phones off and away before entering the room.  Any electronics/cell phones will be confiscated immediately. If you refuse to turn something over you will be sent to the office; no exceptions.
· You are allowed to use the restroom no more than 3 times a week.  If you use up all 3 passes, you will be given an extra assignment or asked to serve a 15-min teacher conference after school for each time you go to the restroom after that.  Come back quickly and silently (7 minutes or less) without disturbing our class or other classes.  Your restroom privileges will be immediately revoked if you are not able to follow this procedure.

Consequences

· Classroom rules violations will result in

Consequence – some consequence depending on the severity of the violation
(Consequences can be: a verbal warning, reduction in participation points, lunch/after-school detention, phone call home, removal from classroom, and/or a referral to your assistant principal.  Additional consequences may be added.  In addition, depending on the severity of the action, a consequence may be assigned on the first offence.)
· Participation Points: Not following one or more of the classroom procedures will lower your classroom participation points significantly.
Required Materials

You will need at least 2 pencils (with erasers), a binder for this class, a journal or spiral bound paper and loose paper.  Any other materials will be included on the materials list.  It is your responsibility to have these items with you daily. If you fail to bring these materials, you will lose participation points.
